Metro Atlanta has the BUSINESS ENVIRONMENT
• Over 2,000 international companies from over 40 countries employ 80,000 in the region
• Third largest concentration of Fortune 500 companies in the U.S.

Metro Atlanta has the INFRASTRUCTURE
• Hartsfield-Jackson Atlanta International Airport is the most efficient in the world (almost 85m passengers in 2006)
• Three major highways intersect Atlanta: I-20, I-75 & I-85
• One of the largest inland ports in the world
• “Rail Center of the South” - more than 200 freight trains daily via CSX and NS Railroads
• Overnight connection service from regional ports, including Savannah (fourth largest U.S.

container port); Brunswick; Jacksonville; New Orleans; Charleston

• Population: 5.1 million (2006)
• Over 45 colleges and universities, several with world-renowned research facilities

• Georgia Tech; Emory Univ.; Georgia State; Kennesaw State; Univ. of Georgia
